built between 1798 and 1888.

  

Host of the 2006 Winter Olympic games, the city has taken on a new guise, with ultramodern
Olympic facilities and infrastructures and is now also one of Europe's leading capitals of Conte
mporary Art
, thanks to a vast range of collections, museums and foundations, events and fairs.

  

The heart of the region's gastronomy, and with a history of great chefs, Torino is where
extraordinary specialities have been created, such as gianduiotti chocolates, gianduja cream a
s well as grissini bread sticks, agnolotti, cheeses and truffles, all accompanied by wines from
the region's great tradition.

  

From its historical cafés and architecture to its arcaded shopping promenades and museums
(see Photo Gallery ), Turin is also a great city for wandering and exploring.
